Planning Board
Meeting Minutes – 13 JANUARY 2016 5 p.m.
Chairman Davenport called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m. and lead the Pledge of Allegiance. The statement of compliance with the Open Public Meetings act of 1975 was read by the chairman.
Roll call was taken by the secretary: Alvarado, absent; Compare, present; Davenport, present; Melchiorre, absent; Schiff, present; Sciarra, present; Hunt, present; Mettler, present; Mitchell, present; Gould, absent; Groon, present; Solicitor Garrabrant, present; Board Engineer Petrella, present; Zoning Official Malia, absent; Secretary Rogers, present. 
Mr. Mitchell made a motion to dispense with the public reading of the minutes of the meeting of 2 December 2015 and approve as distributed, Mr. Schiff seconded. Roll call: Compare, yes; Hunt, Abstain; Schiff, yes; Sciarra, abstain; Melchiorre, abstain; Mettler, yes; Mitchell, yes; Davenport, yes; Groon, yes. Minutes approved as distributed.
The Chairman announced the Board of Commissioners has reappointed Mr. Melchiorre as Class II member, Mr. Alvarado as Class IV member and Mr. Metter as Alternate number 1 via Resolution 610-16.

All Planning Board members have been previously sworn in.

The Solicitor presided for the election of Officers. 

On motion of Mr. Compare and second by Mrs. Hunt and unanimous roll call vote, Patrick Davenport was elected Chairman for 2016 calendar year.

On motion of Mr. Schiff and second by Mr. Melchiorre and unanimous roll call vote, Harry Mitchell was elected Vice-Chairman for the 2016 calendar year.

On motion of Mr. Schiff and second by Mr. Melchiorre and unanimous roll call vote Resolution PB-A-16-01 memorializing election of Officers for the 2016 Calendar Year was memorialized.
The Chairman presided for the remainder of the meeting.

The Board memorialized the following resolutions recommending the hiring of professionals to the Board of Commissioners:
On motion of Mr. Groon and second by Mr. Sciarra and unanimous roll call vote Resolution PB-A-16-02 recommending hiring of Deborah Rogers as Secretary for the 2016 Calendar Year;

On motion of Mr. Compare and second by Mr. Mettler Resolution PB-A-16-03 recommending hiring of Dotsie Garrabrant, P.C. as Solicitor for the 2016 Calendar Year;

On motion of Mr. Groon and second by Mr. Mitchell and unanimous voice vote with Mr. Compare abstaining, Resolution PB-A-16-04 recommending hiring of Van Note Harvey Associates as Engineer for the 2016 Calendar Year;

On motion of Mr. Compare and second by Mr. Mettler and unanimous roll call vote Resolution PB-A-16-05 recommending hiring of Taylor Design Group as Planner for the 2016 Calendar Year; and
On motion of Mr. Groon and second by Mr. Mettler and unanimous voice vote Resolution PB-A-16-06 recommending hiring of Hatch Mott McDonald as Coastal Engineer for 2016 Calendar Year. 
On motion of Mr. Groon and second by Mr. Melchiorre and unanimous voice vote Resolution PB-A-16-07 memorializing dates, places and publication of meetings for the 2016 calendar year was memorialized.
There were no applications to come before the Board.
There were no resolutions memorializing board action.
There were no Administrative Resolutions.
Under Old Business:

The Solicitor provided a Fair Share Housing update saying immunity has been extended until Feb 1. The expert hired by the Borough has produced a voluminous report which will be the subject of an upcoming conference call involving the Solicitor, COAH Planner and the Special Council. They will apply the data provided and extrapolate a number more suitable for the Borough. There is a hearing on Feb 10 at which

Mike Jedziniak, Esq. will represent the Borough and hope to extend the immunity. It is possible we will have a number of required units in March. She also told the Board to ignore and not be alarmed by any media reports regarding Fair Share Housing, as the information id specific to individual municipalities and does not apply to the Borough. She noted that Judge Johnson’s approach is to provide unique treatment for unique communities, and it is anticipated Judge Perskie will follow suit.
The Sunset Lake/Dredging the Inland Waterway Committee Chairman Fred Mettler reported that members of the general public have been approached to become part of the committee; thus far, Tom Stocker has joined. He noted that Stone Harbor is dredging and using the marsh restoration method to dispose of spoils.  Mr. Groon will look into joining the “Marine Trade Association” so that we will receive reports. He also said he is awaiting the report from Tom Thornton.
There were no other committee reports.
Mr. Groon explained that two separate planners will be hired – one to deal specifically with Fair Share Housing and the other to act as planner for the Borough and Land Use Boards. He asked that the committees meet before the March meeting date of the 2nd, and the planner will be invited to the meeting on that date.

No members of the public spoke.
The secretary reminded the Board (and specifically Mr. Schiff as a newly appointed member.) that the mandatory training for new members and optional training for experienced members will be offered locally in April. The secretary announced there are no applications to come before the Board in February. The Board may meet to discuss continuing business. 
There being no further business, Chairman Davenport adjourned the meeting on motion of Mr. Sciarra, second by Mrs. Hunt, and unanimous voice vote, at 5:32 p.m.
