Planning Board
Meeting Minutes – 2 March 2016 5 p.m.
Chairman Davenport called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m. and lead the Pledge of Allegiance. The statement of compliance with the Open Public Meetings act of 1975 was read by the chairman.
Roll call was taken by the secretary: Alvarado, present; Compare, present; Davenport, present; Melchiorre, present; Schiff, present; Sciarra, present; Hunt, present; Mettler, absent; Mitchell, present; Gould, absent; Groon, absent; Solicitor Garrabrant, present; Board Engineer Petrella, present; Zoning Official Malia, absent; Secretary Rogers, present. NOTE: Mrs. Gould entered the meeting at 5:05 p.m.; Mr. Mitchell entered the meeting at 5:10 p.m.
Mrs. Hunt made a motion to dispense with the public reading of the minutes of the meeting of 13 January and approve as distributed, Mr. Compare seconded. Roll call: Compare, yes; Hunt, yes; Sciarra, yes; Schiff, yes; Melchiorre, abstain; Davenport, yes. Minutes approved as distributed.
There were no applications to come before the Board.
There were no resolutions memorializing board action.
There was one Administrative Resolutions: PB-A-16-08: Requesting Board of Commissioners to act upon return of unused escrow regarding application PB-15-04-01: CCH PARTNERSHIP T/A CRAB CAKE HOTLINE, re: property located at 6305 New Jersey Ave., a/k/a blk 43, lot 23 was memorialized on motion of Mrs. Hunt, second by Mr. Alvarado and affirmative voice vote from Board members Alvarado, Compare, Hunt, Sciarra, Schiff, Melchiorre, Davenport and Gould.

Under Old Business the Solicitor brought the Board up to date on the status of the Borough’s Fair Share Housing obligation. She said a conference call had taken place among Judge Perskie, Solicitor Corino, Mayor Groon, the Borough’s COAH planner and herself. She noted our expert had applied data to the number of units (346) required by the state and reached a number of 176 as our proposed obligation. She added that affordable can include over-55 communities and municipal employee housing. The two planners will co-ordinate efforts to try to create a plan of compliance. Mrs. Gould said that she and the secretary had attended a League of Municipalities meeting dedicated to Fair Share housing in the County. The consensus is that barrier island communities should be exempted; however, this is yet to be seen. Solicitor Garrabrant added this is an ongoing process, and an extension may be granted to the current July deadline.
The three committees studying planning issues within the Borough reported.

The Sunset Lake/Dredging Committee report (attached hereto and made part hereof) was read into the record by the secretary.
The report from the Committee examining rezoning of North-South streets was given by Mr. Mitchell. He said the committee had met with Planner Scott Taylor that day.  He said they had discussed reducing density throughout the Borough. The Solicitor noted that if it is difficult for the planner to attend Planning Board meetings on a regular basis, we could arrange to Skype with him on the Court Room monitor.
Chairman Davenport reported on the New Jersey Ave. Business District committee meeting with the planner. He said there are several considerations; one is creating an overlay zone to allow for affordable housing units on the upper floors of commercial uses with incentives to create these units; they also discussed extending the “island” areas to create additional pedestrian space and dressing up the area with street furniture and outdoor dining. He also said that a future meeting inviting the business community to have input will be planned.
Under New Business Pete Compare, Zoning and Planning Board liaison member, read the Annual Report from the Zoning Board of Adjustment noting no recommendations for ordinance change. 

No members of the public spoke.
The secretary reminded the Board (and specifically Mr. Schiff as a newly appointed member.) that the mandatory training for new members and optional training for experienced members will be offered locally on 23 April. The secretary announced there is one application to come before the Board in April.  
There being no further business, Chairman Davenport adjourned the meeting on motion of Mrs. Gould, second by Mr. Sciarra, and unanimous voice vote, at 5:45 p.m.
