Planning Board
Meeting Minutes – 3 August 2016 5 p.m.
Chairman Davenport called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m. and lead the Pledge of Allegiance. The statement of compliance with the Open Public Meetings act of 1975 was read by the chairman.
Roll call was taken by the secretary: Alvarado, present; Compare, absent; Davenport, present; Melchiorre, absent; Schiff, present; Sciarra, absent; Hunt, absent; Mettler, present; Mitchell, present; Gould, present; Groon, present; Solicitor Garrabrant, present; Zoning Official Malia, absent; Secretary Rogers, present. 
Mr. Mitchell moved to dispense with the public reading of the minutes of the meeting of 4 May and approve as distributed, Mr. Alvarado seconded. Roll call: Alvarado, yes; Compare, abstain; Schiff, yes; Mettler, yes; Mitchell, yes; Davenport, yes; Gould, yes; Groon, yes. Minutes approved as distributed.
Under Administrative Business, the Chairman announced that as of 31 July 2016 Van Note Harvey Associates are no longer Borough Engineers. 
The Secretary has received a letter of resignation from Board Engineer, Ralph Petrella effective 31 July.

The Board unanimously agreed to recognize Mr. Petrella’s years of service to the Board and regretfully acknowledge his resignation.
There were three applications to come before the Board:
PB-16-08-01: Shore Rental Properties, LLC, contract purchaser of the property located at 6201 Pacific Ave.; a/k/a blk 38.01, lots 14,15 & 16; proposing to subdivide into two parcels of 40’x100’ and 60’x100’ dimensions for the purpose of constructing a single family home and a side-by-side duplex. Applicant represented by Cory J. Gilman, Esq. Mr. Gilman introduced Ed Pearce, principal owner of Shore Rentals Properties, LLC, and Mr. Pearce was sworn in. Mr. Gilman said they were seeking a minor subdivision “by right” to create a 60’x100’ lot and a 40’x100’ lot from a 100’x100’ parcel. They intend to construct a single family home on the 40’x100’ lot adjacent to Pacific Ave and a side-by-side duplex on the 60’x100’ interior lot. He noted that in addition to the survey and proposed subdivision plat, architectural renderings depicting the style of the proposed structures had been included in the application packets. He said the materials distributed are self-explanatory. Chairman Davenport pointed out that the proposed single family home is in keeping with the character of the neighborhood, noting the entry on Pacific Ave while the garage doors and orientation of the front of the house are on Sweetbriar Rd. Solicitor Garrabrant reminded the Board that the application is for minor subdivision only, site plan approval is not required. 
Mr. Mitchell requested the engineer’s report. Mr. Davenport read the report, which is attached hereto and made part hereof, into the record. 

Chairman Davenport opened the meeting to the public. Steve and Dot Guille, owners of the property located at 202 E Sweetbriar Rd spoke. They expressed concern about the front yard setbacks on Sweetbriar Rd, and were satisfied that the structures will be constructed to comply with the Borough Land Use Ordinance. No other members of the public spoke.

Chairman Davenport noted that the residential use is in keeping with the zoning of the area, the previous commercial use was not.
Solicitor Garrabrant read the findings of fact into the record including the conditions that the construction of the homes will be of similar style to the plans as submitted, the entry to the single family home will face Pacific Ave, all construction will comply with local ordinance and state code, the subdivision will be filed after the demolition of the existing structure (formerly a PNC Bank branch) and the Borough Tax Assessor will assign the lot numbers and addresses to the newly created lots.
Mr. Alvarado moved to accept the findings of fact and approve the minor subdivision with conditions as noted; Mr. Compare provided the second. Roll call: Alvarado, yes; Compare, yes; Schiff, yes; Mettler, yes; Mitchell, yes; Davenport, yes; Gould, yes; Groon, yes. Application approved.

PB-16-08-02: Withdrawn

PB-16-08-03: Hafino Properties, LLC, owners of the property located at 6708 New Jersey Ave.; a/k/a blk58, lots 1,2 & 3; represented by William J Kaufmann, Esq. has requested continuation without prejudice and waiving time constraints on the Board to the meeting of 7 September.

There were no resolutions memorializing Board actions.

There were no administrative resolutions.
Under Old Business, the Solicitor reported that regarding Fair Share Housing, the growth share may not be imposed. All actions are currently stalled. There is currently nothing for the Board to address or act upon. 
Mr. Davenport said the NJ Ave Committee had nothing to report.
Mr. Mettler reported that the Sunset Lake Committee has not met.

Mr. Mitchell said the North-South Streets committee would like the Board to address issues that became evident through the application presented at tonight’s meeting. The Board entered into discussion regarding design standards, bulk and parking requirements, height and number of bedrooms in duplex construction. The chairman charged the Board members with studying these issues and pertinent Ordinance sections, and being prepared for discussion at the next meeting.
There was no New Business. 
No members of the public spoke.
The secretary announced there is one continued application to come before the Board in September.
There being no further business, Chairman Davenport adjourned the meeting on motion of Mr. Alvarado, second by Mr. Mitchell, and unanimous voice vote, at 6:00 p.m.
