Toni Fuscellaro made a motion to accept the minutes from the last recreation commission meeting in February 2016. James Grauel seconded the motion. Motion was approved unanimously. 
Crest Recreation staff member and Wildwood Crest Running Club coordinator Nick Holland gave an update on the club. He said it is already up to about 120 members. The second of the club’s monthly meetings is scheduled for this Saturday at 10 a.m. at Crest Pier. Representatives from Morey’s Piers are scheduled to come in and talk about volunteering for the Wild Half marathon scheduled for May. They are asking for club members to volunteer and in exchange the club will get a free table at the event’s expo to help promote the club.

Nick also stated that there is a three- to four-mile group run scheduled for tomorrow evening. Everyone has been asked to wear green. Post-run get-together will be held at Anglesea Pub.

Nick added that the crestrunningclub.com website is now live. It contains all the pertinent info about the club.

Nick stated that all new members have gotten or will son get the official Crest Running Club long-sleeve dry fit T-shirt. Frank Basile stated that the shirt has a great design.

Nick said he is happy that the club has been formed through a local grass roots effort. He thinks membership will push into the 200s once summer seasonal visitors arrive.

Nick said there are group runs scheduled almost every day. He leads some and about 15 other volunteers lead others. A newsletter is being distributed monthly to inform everyone of group runs and club news. The newsletter also includes a local race schedule through October. 

James Grauel said the word on the street is that the club is great and is getting people from all over the island and beyond to join. Toni Fuscellaro also said the club was a great idea.

Brian Cunniff stated that the borough has received the contract for the potential Carli Lloyd appearance. A lot of logistical work will need to be done with regard to how to execute the event with respect to times, clinics, staff and volunteers. He said that Cape Express has expressed interest in supporting the event.

Frank Basile stated that the Crest Pier hosted the South Shore traveling basketball league championships and all-star games on the last weekend in February. There were 17 games total. The three island teams each won a championship. The games brought a lot of people onto the island and into the building. Frank said he hopes Crest Pier can continue to host these games in the future.
Brian Cunniff stated that the grades K-2 indoor soccer league has begun. Four teams are participating. Numbers are down slightly from last year but are still strong. The league is being held three days per week this year in order to finish it by Easter since Easter is early this year. There are about 30 to 35 kids in the program.

Frank Basile stated that priority registration for the Pier Playmates Day Camp is open through April 4. Returning campers who do not register by that date go in the general registration pool with everyone else. New registration will be April 22 at 5:30 p.m. All registration will be taken by phone.
Frank Basile stated that the morning swim for premium members has now been increased to five days per week. He added that the pool is also picking up many more rentals on weekends than in the past.
Frank Basile stated that registration for summer basketball leagues is open and ongoing.

Don Cabrera stated that concrete work is being done on the bike path behind Centennial Park due to a bad original pour by the contractor. He also stated that work is in progress to create a bike sculpture to place in the middle of the bike path turnaround at Rambler Road. It will help channel people to proper areas for bike traffic.
Don Cabrera said the borough has retained a structural engineer and attorney to help understand who’s responsible for mold issues on the north side of the Crest Pier building. Don said it appears some of the HVAC mechanicals are oversized. The north side is currently off limits but everything should be rectified by May. 

Toni Fuscellaro said this was her first experience with the grammar school basketball Island Tournament. She said she was left very impressed by the staff and with how many kids were involved in the Skills Competition. Shows true school and community spirit and a great sense of camaraderie.
