A quorum is present.

Jim Grauel made a motion to accept the minutes from the last recreation commission meeting. Zach Ruffo seconded the motion. Motion was approved unanimously.
Franke Basile stated that the Seafarers Celebration is scheduled for next week at Sunset Lake. The event will include pirate shows, face painters, moon bounces, a pie-eating contest and an appearance by Olympian Joe Maloy. There will be live music at the site all day. Fireworks will be at the beach. We wanted everything at Sunset Lake but things didn’t work out with the island for fireworks. The borough will move to try to have the fireworks on the island at Sunset Lake next year.

Brian Cunniff stated that one of the musical acts for Seafarers – Showtime Dance Band – is coming as a rain date for a show lost in the summer to bad weather. They will play at Centennial Park ahead of the fireworks

Frank Basile said the music at the park will be 6 to 8 p.m., with the fireworks going off at 8 p.m. He added that there are 60 vendors already registered and that the number will probably grow to around 70 by the day of the event.

Frank Basile gave a report on summer basketball. All of the leagues were filled to the max numbers-wise and that things went well. There were no major problems. 
Frank Basile said the day camp was very successful again this summer, with about 200 children total registered. Frank said the camp was able to utilize some new areas of the Crest Pier and that the camp was able to work around other ongoing construction. 

Frank Basile said that vehicles will be needed for the Trunk or Treat Halloween event on Oct. 30. Toni Fuscellaro said she is confident that a handful of Women of Wildwood members will register. Frank said some new ideas are needed to spice up the event and get more people with vehicles to the event.
Frank Basile reported that the tile floors and all the carpets in Crest Pier have been cleaned. The gymnasium floors will be resurfaced shortly after Seafarers. Building will be closed for around four or five days thereafter. The plan is to have the building up and ready for all fall activities by Monday, Oct. 3.

Frank Basile said the youth gymnastics program is returning this fall. Details are not known on a start date at this time. All of the members mentioned that this program seems to be very successful.

Brian Cunniff stated that the summer outdoor fitness class program went very well. Numbers were strong for all classes. Numbers for the 5K beach run were down slightly but a boost in price meant that revenue still went up.

Brian Cunniff stated that a couple of phone calls had been received about the Crest Pier possibly hosting an open volleyball night for adults as it had done in the past. Brian and Frank Basile both stated that Crest Recreation is very open to this idea, as long as there is enough interest.

Toni Fuscellaro said she was asked whether Crest Recreation would be holding the tot soccer program this fall. Frank stated that the plan was not to hold it due to diminishing numbers over the last few years. He said last year’s program finished with only six children. The program is not close to being cost effective.
Frank Basile stated that one of the new side rooms at Crest Pier may be turned into a game room for children. That would move all of the games out of the Ocean Avenue side lobby. Jim Grauel stated that this would be a good idea, to give kids playing games a separate space.
